This will
ensure that your FASFA is sent to Bluefield State’s Financial Aid Office.

Bluefield State University participates in four major resources of Financial Aid
Assistance for our students:

 Grants: Need-based awards referred to as gift aid that does not have to be paid
back.

*  Work-Study: Need-based award that pays you to work while you attend classes.

¢ Loans: Need-based and non-need based. All loan funds you receive must be
repaid after you graduate or stop attending classes.

e Scholarships: Funded by private donors and available to assist with tuition, fees,
books, and other educational expenses. Go to the Financial Aid webpage
